Levy Restaurants: 

Levy Restaurants is a contract food service company, selected by the Green Bay Packers to provide the food and beverage to each of their devoted fans. Based out of Chicago, Levy Restaurants provides food and beverage to over 75 stadiums, arenas and race tracks across the country.
Group Requirements: 

· We are looking for committed groups to provide enthusiastic, dedicated volunteers ready to raise funds for their organization!
· Groups must be Non-Profit Organizations with a (501 (c) (3)) status.  
· Groups must commit to the entire season, including Family Day (11 events), plus any potential playoff games. Assuming you fulfill your commitment to the entire season and end the season in good standing with Levy Restaurants, you will be invited back for the 2010 season. You may choose to keep the same stand or request a different one if one is available.
· For larger stands, 20+, feel free to join groups together to staff your stand (i.e. High school band and high school dance team).  Keep in mind, one check will be written for donations, so tracking the donations per group is the group’s responsibility.

What do we provide:

· Training (basic food safety and responsible alcohol service training)
· Your individual stand/opportunity
· All food, supplies, and equipment 
· Supervisor to assist and answer questions on game day
· Uniforms (shirt, hat, and apron)
· Employee Meals on Game Day
· Packer Game Excitement & A Great Opportunity to Raise Money for Your Organization!
Our Program:

Our program is broken down into three different opportunities:

1. General Concessions

a. Staffing Requirement: Anywhere from 5 to 35 volunteers

b. Donation: 10% of net sales or $55 per person (whatever is higher)

c. Details/Responsibilities: Sell primarily food (i.e. burgers, brats, pizza), beer, and snack items such as nachos or popcorn. Volunteers prepare  food for guests and are responsible for all cash handling within the stand

2. In-Seat

a. Staffing Requirement: Anywhere from 10 to 20 people

b. Donation: $50 per person
c. Details/Responsibilities: This opportunity differs from general concessions in that there is no cooking or money handling for group members. Group members work to make sure orders are delivered to our club seat guests.
3. Vending

a. Staffing Requirement: Anywhere from 10 to 20 people

b. Donation: 15% of net sales plus an additional donation for $55 per person for food prep
c. Details/Responsibilities: Groups are responsible for vending water, soda, hot chocolate, hot dogs/brats, and candy in the stands. The majority of the sales are beverage related based on the time of year (i.e. hot chocolate during cold games).
Contract Highlights and Important Information:
General Liability Insurance

Group agrees to provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance providing coverage for the period of August 1, 2009 through March 31, 2010 prior to the Group commencing work at the Facility. See “Exhibit A”.  Said certificate must carry a minimum of One Million dollars ($1,000,000.00) General Liability Coverage and name Levy Restaurants as additionally insured in the following manner on the certificate holder portion of the certificate.
   “Levy Premium Foodservice Limited Partnership, an Illinois Limited Partnership, 1201 Lombardi Ave., Green Bay, WI 54304.” 

On insurance form under: “DESCRIPTION OF OPERATIONS/LOCATIONS/VEHICLES/SPECIAL ITEMS” MUST read:

“The following entities and individuals listed are hereby collectively named as additional insured with respects to the foregoing General Liability coverage:
Levy Premium Foodservice Limited Partnership, specifically including all of its partners; Lambeau Field Redevelopment, LLC; Green Bay Packers, Inc.; Hammes Company Sports & Entertainment, LLC; City of Green Bay; Green Bay-Brown County Professional Football Stadium District; Titletown Atrium at Lambeau Field. Levy Restaurants, including, but not limited to, all related partnerships, corporations and limited liability companies, whether currently existing or hereafter formed, and specifically including all of their respective owners, partners, shareholders, members, officers, directors and managers.”

Failure to provide said certificate will render the group ineligible to work at the Facility.
Commission/Donation
Donation.  Levy agrees to pay a Donation (the “Donation”) to the Group, which shall be an amount equal to Ten Percent (10%) of the Net Sales from the Group’s Service Areas “Net Sales” means gross sales minus fees and taxes, including, but not limited to, the state sales tax and the tax for alcoholic beverage sales.  Group represents and warrants that Donations received by Group from Levy shall not be used in any way to support or defeat any referendum, political candidate, party or ballot issue.

Minimum Donation.  Subject to the terms of this Article IV, Levy guarantees that the Group’s Donation will be at least $55 per Volunteer per event for General Concessions and Premium Mini Restaurants, $50 per Volunteer per event for In-Seat Runners and $75 per Volunteer per event for Private Box Runners and Carvers.  Numbers are based on Levy designated staffing levels.  This agreement does not apply to any additional members supplied beyond the staffing guidelines set forth by Levy and for those volunteers that are present.  

Volunteers
Minimum Age of Volunteers.  All Volunteers must be at least eighteen (18) years of age as of the date of the event.  Proof of age must be presented at check-in. Failure to provide proof of age will result in Volunteer being denied access to Facility.

Contract Highlights and Important Information, Cont.:
Reporting.  In order to have the Service Area fully operable, Group Leads are required to report to their assigned Service Areas within the Facility at least one hour and 45 minutes prior to doors opening for an event.  All other Volunteers are required to report to their assigned Service Areas at least 1 hour and 15 minutes prior to doors opening for an event, unless assigned otherwise at Levy’s discretion.  Each Group shall accurately complete the Volunteer Attendance Sheet for each group within the time frame allotted by Levy, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit “B”.  Any Attendance sheet not provided by the designated due date may result in a fine of $50 per occurrence.

Uniforms

Uniforms.  Each Volunteer in Group will report for work dressed in black pants (no blue jeans), closed toe/closed heel shoes (not sandals or heels). Groups will be provided uniforms prior to the beginning of each game.  Groups will sign for and acknowledge receipt of the specified quantity of shirts and will return the specified quantity to designated Levy management at the end of each game.  Hats will be issued to each Group prior to the season.  Each Group will receive twice the required number of hats needed to fulfill Levy’s staffing requirements for each Service Area.  Hats do not need to be returned to Levy.  Additional hats can be purchased for $10.  Any group member that does not have a hat by the opening of gates on event day will be supplied with a hat and charged a fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) each.  The fee will be deducted from Group’s Donation.
