1. Log on:  http://levy.restaurant.org/
2. Enter Password:  LEVY
3. Enter your personal information and employment history. 

4. Choose WI – Lambeau Field from the drop down list.

5. Choose Non-Profit from the drop down list. 

Read all materials and click next to go to next page.  You will then be able to take the test.

Once you have completed the test and you submit your answers, it will ask for the manager’s/supervisor’s e-mail address, please enter: lmiller@levyrestaurants.com.
The results will be e-mailed back to us, we will print it as proof you completed the on-line training. Please keep in mind that if you don’t enter the e-mail address above the results will not be sent to us.

The online class does not have a location for you to enter your group name, so in order for us to properly make sure your group receives proper credit for the completion of your training, please send a separate e-mail to LMiller@LevyRestaurants.com noting the date you completed the training and both your name and group name.

Check-In: 


Check-in for all volunteer workers in 3.5 hours prior to kick off. Check-in closes 2 hours before kick off.


Everyone MUST have a photo ID at check-in.


After checking in, please proceed to your stand as quickly as possible to begin setup.

Uniform: 


All volunteers must wear: Black Pants and comfortable closed heel and closed toe shoes. Please no jeans, cut-offs, skirts, spandex, Capri or sandals allowed!!!


Levy provides: A polo shirt, hat, apron and name tag. All shoes must be closed toe, closed heel for safety purposes. 


During colder events a black turtle neck can be worn underneath your polo shirt and we have stocking caps available for all portables.


Please come to Lambeau Field ready to work with a clean, well groomed look. Visible tattoos, fake nails, nail polish, facial piercing and large earrings are not permitted. Rings must be limited to one ring per hand. Long hair needs to be pulled back.








Smoking & Drinking:


Smoking is not permitted while at work, especially not in concession stands. If you must smoke, uniform must be removed, and you must be in designated smoking areas 


Under NO circumstances is any volunteer allowed to drink alcohol anywhere in the stadium at anytime. Violators of this policy will be subject to discipline up to and including termination of their group!


Under NO circumstances is any volunteer allowed to enter Lambeau Field intoxicated. Volunteers that smell of alcohol will be refused entry at check-in





Alcohol Awareness/Policy:


Ask ID from anyone who appears under the age of 30. Get ID prior to pouring the beer.


ID should have a photo, date of birth, and be valid (not expired). Always take a hold of the ID, do not just glance at the wallet. 


TWO BEER LIMIT PER PERSON. A half of a beer counts as one. So, if a guest is still drinking a beer, you can only sell them one.


Do NOT serve anyone who is intoxicated.


Beer sales end at the end of the 3rd quarter. You must stop selling at this time, even if patrons are still in line. You may conclude your transaction if it has already begun, but that is it.
